for Postgraduate Programs

The University of Queensland (UQ) invites outstanding  
international students to apply for a limited number of  
scholarships valued at AUD$6000.

These scholarships are available for students applying for 
most postgraduate coursework programs at UQ  
(excludes quota programs*).

SCHOLARSHIP CONDITIONS
The scholarship is a one-off reduction in your  
commencing tuition fees to the value of AUD$6000. 
The scholarships are available for international  
students who have completed an undergraduate 
degree equivalent to an Australian Bachelors degree.

The successful applicants must be classed as an  
international student in Australia (Australian  
permanent residents and Australian citizens are not 
eligible).

Scholarship applications must be received at UQ by:
•	 31 October to commence in Semester 1  

(February), or
•	 30 April to commence in Semester 2 (July)

ELIGIBILITY
•	 Must have a GPA of 6 on a scale of 7
•	 Must not be recipients of another scholarship
•	 Must be applying for the full program
•	 Must have a full unconditional offer
•	 The application must be complete including a 

personal statement
•	 Students prior degree for admission must be 

with a university of equivalent standing to UQ
•	 Excludes quota programs

Successful scholarship recipients will be notified 
within one month of the scholarship closing date. 
Non-successful applicants will not be notified.

Scholarships will be awarded based on academic 
merit and the personal statement. UQ reserves the 
right to prioritise specific study areas in the  
selection process.
